 January is named for Janus (Ianuarius), 

the god of the doorway; the name has its 

beginnings in Roman mythology, coming 

from the Latin word for door (ianua) - 

January is the door to the year. Tradition-

ally, the original Roman calendar consisted of 10 months, total-

ing 304 days, winter being considered a month less period. 

January 1marks the end of a period of remembrance of a par-

ticular passing year, especially on radio, television, and in 

newspapers, which usually starts right after Christmas Day. 

This day is traditionally a religious feast, but since the 1900s 

has become an occasion for celebration the night of December 

31, called New Year's Eve. There are often fireworks at mid-

night.
